Institute Rules for Student Conduct and Discipline

Use of mobile phones is strictly prohibited inside classrooms, laboratories,
examination halls etc. If any student is found using a mobile phone, he/she will
attract a fine of Rs.500=00.

. Charging the mobile or any other electronic devices in the classroom / laboratory
etc. is not allowed.
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. Healthy & respectful distance should be maintained by boys & girls students whilst
sitting in class room / laboratories / college programs / college premises/ canteen or
bus.
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. To maintain a decent environment in the college campus, every student must wear
clothes that are appropriate for the environment. Additionally, students must behave
in a cultured and polite manner with each other.
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. As per the UGC regulation (D.O. No. 1-9/2006 (CPP-II)), possession and/or
consumption and/or distribution of Gutkha and / or Tobacco/Nicotine/Alcohol /
Narcotic substances containing any item on educational campus is strictly banned.



No one should keep and/or consume and/or distribute such items on the campus. If
anyone found in possession/consumption of such items on the campus, a fine of Rs.
500/- will be levied on him/her irrespective of any type of justification and /or
condition for the first time. Second time repetition of such activities may result in
cancellation of admission.
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. Every student must carry his / her Identity Card provided by the institute all the time
in the campus and in the bus, which should be produced whenever demanded by the
institute authorities.
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. Each student has to submit his/her blood group test report copy, as it is mandatory
to mention the student’s blood group in the college’s I Card, for use in case of any
medical emergency.
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. It is compulsory for the students to remain present in the classroom / laboratory
during all instructional hours at prescribed time and venue without fail. All students
should reach the classroom / laboratory on time and shall not leave the classroom /
laboratory without the permission of the faculty member. Students who arrive 10
minutes after the lecture has started can attend the class, but their attendance will
not be counted or else during that hour/s, they should spend that time in the library.
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9. Minimum 75% attendance is must to fill in GTU Examination form and to appear
in End Semester or External Examination. 10% of total absentia of students due to
illness may be considered by the Institute. (Circular No:
GTU/Circular/M.L./2011/2763 Date: 02-04-2011). For example: If you are absent
for 20 days due to illness then a present of only 2 days will be considered. If you
are unwell, then it is compulsory to submit necessary medical documents to the
counselor and the HoD within the initial 72 hours of your illness.
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10. Once a student comes to the Institute, the student will not be allowed to leave the
campus before scheduled time. In certain inevitable cases, the students may be
allowed to leave early with the permission of the Head of respective Department.
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11. Students are expected to be polite individually or in groups and show respect to the
faculty members as well as to the staff of the Institute. Instruction in connection with
academic or other matters as may be given by the faculty members from time to time
must be followed scrupulously by the students. Students must not participate in
activities that may cause harm to the academic environment or which harms the
teacher-student relations.
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12. The students shall not show any indecency or disrespect to any faculty member.
Such acts will attract punishment in the form of fine, suspension or both.
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13. The campus, being an eco—friendly campus, plastic or other trash should not be
thrown inside the college or in the premises. It should be disposed of in the trash
cans only that are placed at various locations throughout the campus. Keep our
campus neat and clean.
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14. All disciplinary norms of the Institute Library have to be strictly followed by every
student. Unauthorized carrying away any book, journal, magazine etc. from the
library, tearing any page or damage to books or the Institute property will attract fine
and strict disciplinary actions.
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15. Term works have to be submitted regularly. Each student is required to bring and
complete the journal for the preceding practicals / assignments while attending the
laboratory.
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16. Loud conversations / screaming or any other similar loud noise which disturb
students / faculty members and spoil decorum in college campus is strictly
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prohibited. The action of any individual, group or wing which amounts to
interference in the regular administration of the college is prohibited. Disciplinary
action will be taken against such students.
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17. Causing displacement, disfigurement or damage to the property of the Institute or
belongings of staff members or Students is forbidden. In case of such damage the
same will be recovered from the respective students, the parents or the guardians. It
is forbidden to move benches and furniture in classrooms and laboratories.
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18. Eating Lunch or Breakfast in any of the classrooms or labs is strictly prohibited.
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19. Students need to turn off the lights, air conditioner and fans or any such electric
instruments whenever not in use in classrooms and laboratories.
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20. No student shall indulge in any activity in the college campus that might be illegal
or may lead to disorderliness.
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21. All expressions or activities which are immoral, antisocial, communal and anti-
national are strictly prohibited in the College campus.
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22. Any form of ragging within or outside the campus is strictly prohibited. Any student
or group of students involved in any form of ragging will attract severe disciplinary
actions including cancellation of admission. The Hon. Supreme Court of India has
considered ragging as a serious offense.
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23. The Students are informed to obey the discipline, Conduct & behavior rules laid
down in the Government of Gujarat notification. The Institute reserves the right to
suspend/cancel the admission of any student whose conduct is not satisfactory.
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24. Update your parents' correct phone numbers to your counselor and Administrative
Department, in case it is changed.
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25. Whenever any students are found to be guilty of violating the instructions specified
above or of other specific instructions issued by Gujarat Technological University
(GTU) or the Institute, he/she will be liable to disciplinary actions such as fine,
suspension or rustication as may be imposed by the Principal/Management. The
disciplinary action taken by the Principal/Management based on the
recommendations of the discipline committee formed by the Principal, in this regard
shall be final and binding.
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26. The Principal & the Management shall be the final authority in the interpretation of
the College rules. Matters not covered by these rules are left to the discretion of the
Principal/ the Management and their decision shall be deemed final.
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
